With that, your abstract should fit on a single page. Use bold for title and section headings. Title is in lower case except for the first letter, the first letter of names, and abbreviations (common abbreviations like DNA and OCT do not need a declaration). For authors names, use initials, no full first names. Numbering of affiliations is only needed if there is more than one affiliation to be mentioned.
Results: This section should contain a quantitative description of the main findings. Numbers should contain a meaningful precision/number of decimals. If applicable, a measure of significance (confidence interval and/or P value) has to be added.
Conclusions: Summarize the answer given by this study to the research question as outlined in the Purpose section.
